“We believe collaboration around the most innovative technology is the
best way to solve the industry’s problems, and our Consortium and proof-of-concept will enable us to
test a number of new uses for ultrasound that will help clinicians make better, faster diagnoses and
ultimately reduce healthcare costs.”
